CASE BACKGROUND: In 1584, Sir Walter Raleigh, an English soldier and adventurer, received permission from Queen Elizabeth I to sponsor a colony in North America. A year later, a group of colonists sailed for the New World and built the first English colony on Roanoke Island, off the coast of present-day North Carolina. The colony was financed by Raleigh and led by Sir Richard Grenville. It did not take long for problems to develop at Roanoke. The colonists relied on the Native Americans for food, and once the natives figured out that the English were only after their land, they stopped helping the colony. Besides fighting natives, the threat of attack from Spanish warships was constant and the island was swampy, causing the colonists to abandon the settlement and return to England in 1586. A second attempt to colonize the Virginia area was made in 1587, after John White convinced Raleigh to try again. This time White led the expedition but was forced to return to England later that year to retrieve supplies and seek more help. He left his daughter and newborn grandchild behind and would never see them again. Bad weather and England’s naval war with Spain prevented White from returning to Roanoke until August of 1590. When he stepped off his boat, he was shocked by what he discovered: the colony was entirely deserted and not a single colonist could be found! Over 100 English settlers had vanished without a trace and no solid clues could be located to explain why they had left the island. There was also no sign of a struggle and no evidence of foul play.

• The word “Croatoan” was carved into a doorpost (that’s the name of a local Indian tribe) • The letters C-R-O were carved into a tree just outside the fort

• All the houses and fortifications at the colony had been dismantled
• White had instructed the colonists to leave a sign of the cross behind if they decided to leave the fort or were forced to go; no such sign was ever discovered
• Future colonists and explorers heard rumors of Native Americans in the area who spoke English and had white skin, but no survivors were ever found
